The new solar farm going in off of 140th and Butler Rd was brought up and that discussions were ongoing with BREC and the county planning commission re: road agreements, etc. Clerk Winslow mentioned some of the details of the past site BREC has done and her concerns about the new site re: visuals and how it might impact the township roads. Haenggi and Wheeler had met with Cillessen engineering firm and are getting bids further on having it done.
