CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Trustees; Jeff Haenggi, Katie Gossman and Julie Winslow and were present for the meeting. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The July 2018 minutes were approved.  VOTE 2:0 FOR  - Winslow no vote

OVERSEER’S REPORT
Trustee Haenggi informed and updated the citizens to the passing away of our Overseer, Rick Brown, on July 28th, 2018
and the firing of Ranse Williamson on July 23rd. The Board heartily thanks Steve Jones for stepping in and working extra hours while in this transition period. Josh Rathburn, from Bergkamp, has done some part time grading work for us and Bannon trucking has hauled some rock from the quarry for the township.

CLERK’S REPORT
Clerk Winslow reported that the township files regarding bridgework requests to Butler County did not contain any requests pertaining to the bridge that Mr. Roberts had inquired about at the July meeting. She following up on a platting question for a citizen. Clerk Winslow requested that the Agenda Meeting recordings be put on the website as well. She inquired about the status of RFPs for the road counting project and reported that she had contacted McClure Excavating, who unfortunately is not interested in working with the township right now. Clerk Winslow reported on a couple of employee interviews that we had held and have sent the candidates driver’s licenses into our insurance company for approval already. 

TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Gossman reported for period ending 7/31/18 - Beginning balance in July of $579,410, and after all transactions cleared $495,289. Motion made and seconded to approve the vouchers incurred in the month of July 2018 with the addition of the DOT Medical Examiners invoice for drug testing ($145.00) VOTE 3:0 FOR

TRUSTEE’S REPORT
Trustee Haenggi reported on the Board meeting to determine what the township could do for Rick Brown’s estate and/or for Lisa. The legalities were discussed and it was decided to extend Rick’s pay by two days on the front end of the pay period and to extend his pay out to August 15th and pay it directly to his estate. His accrued vacation time was paid out as well. Trustee Haenggi reported on the In Memorium information where funds could be donated directly to Lisa in memory of Rick.

The status of the neighborhood millings project was updated: Dondlinger did their longest stretch of Andover Rd, it was estimated at around 5000 tons of millings and a final number hadn’t come in yet. We estimated 3 miles to be done and were able to cover 3.3 miles. The neighborhood roads spread on were:

1) In the SE corner of 140th and County Line Rd – North Phyllis & South Phyllis, 143rd and 144th

2) Clausen neighborhood off of Prairie Creek – containing 156th, 157th, & 158th and Clausen 

3) The entire Hillwood neighborhood off of 180th St – 1.25 to 1.4 miles

4) 146th St starting at Butler Rd and going east for about 0.3 miles

Clerk Winslow reported calls from citizens requesting to finish 146th. Dondlinger helped us and did the watering and rolling 
for only $1.50 per ton additional. They may have a further small amount of millings in a couple months.

BOARD BUSINESS:   

1. – Consider hiring Butler County to repair and reseal the 1 mile of 160th St from Butler Rd to Prairie Creek. Total cost is split with the City of Rose Hill - Cost to township $16,000 VOTE 3:0 FOR

2. – Consider accepting the 2019 Budget for the township - VOTE 3:0 FOR

3. – Move to terminate Ranse Williamson’s employment with the township VOTE 3:0 FOR 

ADDITIONAL BOARD BUSINESS AND ADJOURNMENT
Discussion was held about cost of chip sealing per mile on the past years’ miles. Some of the different options and the thinking process was discussed regarding the 2019 budget. Clerk Winslow reported how Butler Junior College has garnered quite a lot of money that has kept the Butler County taxes high. Some of the specifics of the County’s and the City of Rose Hill’s property valuations rising were discussed. Specifications about the material and road building strategy was asked. It was asked if a neighborhood can pay for their own road to be paved and then who would be responsible going forward.
