Overseer McGowan reviewed the May Overseer’s report.  High level: Cleaned up tires dumped, cold patch on potholes on roads with millings, boom mower repaired and much work due to the flooding that occurred.  1105.7 tons of rock and 6.35 tones of cold patch.  Road grading consisted of many areas washed out due to rain/flooding.  

CLERK’S REPORT: (~recording mark 05:00)
Clerk Seeds has purchased items needed for the signs we will be placing out on the roads that will be chip sealed.  Updated board on email about our Velocity internet and Electric being turned off for no payment.  Was not our problem, but an issue with their accounting system. This has been resolved.  Created a time entry program and waiting for other board members to review and approve before moving forward.  

TREASURER’S REPORT: (~recording mark 07:50)
Treasurer Gossman explained that this month’s report is a little different due to closing our old account and starting up a new account.  The transition has gone good after some initial issues with the bank.  This month’s report has two reconciliations due to the transition, and as follows: 
Financial Report –– Old Account Beginning Balance: $258,436.69 – Cleared Transactions/New Account Beginning Balance: $258,311.69 – Ending Balance: $211,022.84.  She has completed the information needed for the 2018 Annual Audit.  She provided flash drives to Trustee Haenggi and Clerk Seeds to review before sending to Chad Andra.  The township board will be meeting with the Butler County Clerk’s Office on July 9th at 8am to discuss the 2020 budget.

Unfortunately, due to the upcoming roundabout and recent flooding this has depleted the township’s budget and will not be able to pay for the prep.  We are looking into alternative solutions.  If enough time is available to get Butler County to chip seal and the escrow account is established by the residents of Hillwood addition, then the chip seal may be possible.
