OVERSEER’S REPORT: (~recording mark 1:45)
Overseer McGowan explained that most of the work done for July was preparation for the chip seal project.  This included multiple culverts replaced and ditch work.  After the heavy rains, work was diverted from the chip seal roads to repair washouts of some roads and driveways.  Overseer McGowan then reviewed the Overseer’s report (located on the web site).  Trustee Haenggi gave “kudos” to the team for the number of culverts that were replaced.  Approximately 30 have been replaced.

TRUSTEE’S REPORT: (~recording mark 08:00)
Trustee Haenggi gave update on FEMA process – Nothing new.  Still waiting for KDEM to finalize reports.  Chip seal is on track and will be working with APEX to schedule the building the base and Butler County to do the chip seal within two days of APEX completing their work.

	Consider entering into a chip seal agreement with the citizens of Hillwood Addition in Rose Hill for the half mile entrance road, off of 180th St. Pleasant Township will prepare the road base, structure, ditches and trees, Butler County will double chip seal the half mile, the residents of Hillwood will pay for the chip seal process (range of $16,000 - $20,000 depending on fog seal or not ), Pleasant Township will continue to maintain the half mile in the future. Funds to be deposited by Hillwood citizens into a local bank before project is started. Funds will be released to Pleasant Township as a donation when project is completed. Pleasant Township will pay Butler County for the chip seal done.   
Addendum includes verifying funds available before starting and a neutral party is selected that will verify the work has been completed.

Trustee Haenggi explained that we have yet to find any millings that will be good enough to finish that neighborhood.  We will continue to look for a good source of millings.
