TRUSTEE’S REPORT
 Trustee Jones discussed finishing up the chip seal projects for this year.  Many thankful residents. 

BOARD DISCUSSION:
1. Discuss proper culvert request process. – Clerk Seeds explained that all requests should go through the web site.  From there it is evaluated by the Trustee or Overseer.  If a new culvert is required, then payment is required before the culvert is installed.
2. Discuss increased cost of culverts – now $1100 vs $850. – Randy to get culvert count and then see about bulk purchase at the end of the year to help keep costs down for citizens.  
3. Discuss when the green waste will be open (do we do it on certain days, times etc.) – It was decided to only open the west entrance.  It will be available to Pleasant Township citizens only on Monday through Wednesday ~8am to 4pm and all-day Thursday through Sunday.  
4. Discuss chip seal for next year. – At the moment, no new roads will be done next year.  The township will concentrate on existing chip sealed roads and if time is available, then additional roads will be evaluated. 
5. Discuss health insurance for Randy Elliot. – Still need to find out what insurance to provide. Randy will provide more information. Insurance withdraws from Randy’s check has been discontinued.
6. Discuss truck traffic on 170th – Clerk Seeds will contact BU Public Works to find out if Weight Limit signs can be placed on Pleasant Township roads and can be enforced. 
7. Discuss purchasing new truck. – Randy to get more information to bring to next month’s meeting.
